Applicants need not be members of PILS to be eligible for an award, but participation in PILS activities will be treated as a plus factor for an applicant. Proposed work with legal service organizations and non-profit organizations, particularly when in South Carolina, will also be treated as plus factors for an applicant.

SELECTION CRITERIA
Thank you for your interest in the Summer Grant Program.  PILS is committed to offering students opportunities to explore public interest work and to providing support to those who wish to pursue public interest work as a career.
The Summer Grant Program has two major goals: 1) to give USC law students valuable public interest law work experience; and 2) to provide respected public interest organizations with valuable law student assistance. 

The amount each grant recipient will receive will be determined by the Grants Review Committee based on the amount of funding available and the value of each proposal as assessed according to the criteria listed below. 

Summer Grant Applicants should be selected with the following non-ranked criteria in mind:

· Importance to the applicant in terms of personal goals, growth and experience;

· Opportunity for the applicant to achieve, learn and practice skills;

· Applicant's demonstrated interest in public interest law;

· Applicant’s participation in the Public Interest Law Society (PILS); 

· Importance to the organization in terms of impact upon the organization and the public interest;

· Opportunity to provide a new service or enhanced service to/for the organization and the 
     public interest;

· Need addressed by the applicant in his or her work at this organization;

· Amount of funds available;

· Best use of the limited funds in pursuit of the above goals; and

· Potential service provided to South Carolina clients and programs.

Information regarding potential financial support from the employer organization will only be used to determine how much of the pool of funds are necessary to fund a particular proposal -- not to determine the value of a particular proposal.    
A Grant Recipient must be a law student in good academic standing (having a GPA of 2.0 or higher).  The applications will be reviewed by a Grants Review Committee. All decisions of the Grants Review Committee are final.
